Dear Educational/Public Safety Professional, 

We are delighted to present to you the 2016-2017 Ohio 9-1-1 Program Office educational outreach program directed towards elementary students (Kindergarten-4th grade). In February 1968, the first call to 9-1-1 was made and every year since millions of calls are received by 9-1-1, many of which are made by children under the age of thirteen. Our goal for this program is to assist in educating children when to use 9-1-1 services as an essential tool in emergencies. Topics to be discussed include when it is an acceptable scenario to call, how to call, and what information they should know along with tips to remember if they are in a situation in which they need to call. It is particularly important for students to know their location when they call 9-1-1, and to know their parents’ names in the event that they can’t speak. It is our hope that this series will decrease the number of false emergency calls made to 9-1-1 and give children the courage to feel confident in using 9‑1‑1 when a real emergency strikes.

 In the folders provided, you will find a series of educational tools that parallel the mission of the provided curriculum. For your convenience, we have provided a sticker template, certificate of completion, and a parent letter for you to distribute to your students after completion of the curriculum. In addition, a printable ledger sized poster has been included to hang in your classroom and serve as a reminder to your students to always dial 9-1-1 in an emergency. We have developed nine activity pages in accordance with the educational curriculum with varying levels of difficulty to correspond with your classroom’s education level. All sections of the curriculum can be broken up in to a variety of uses to tailor the lesson plan to your students. We hope you will explore all the documents to create a lesson plan that is developmentally appropriate for your specific educational purpose.
